Be careful when gift-giving, and be on the alert for situations 
that may indicate a potential risk of bribery or corruption, such 
as unusual compensation, accounting or invoicing. Report 
any concerns to your sponsor, procurement or Experian’s 
Confidential Helpline.

For example, a conflict of interest could arise when a Director of 
a supplier organisation is also a family member of an Experian 
employee. Such situations can give rise to biased decision-
making.
